The only daughter of Elrond, Lord of Rivendell, Arwen is said to
be the most beautiful of al living beings in Middle-earth. Born to
an immortal life as an EIf, Arwen chooses to forsake this
everlasting existence for the love of the mortal Aragorn.

Rivendell

Even the Elven kingdom of Rivendell, one of the
most visually stunning regions created for the trilogy,
is not impervious to the evil of Sauron. Artists
conceptual renderings of Rivendell will be on display
in The Lord of the Rings Mation Picture Trilogy—The
Exhibition.



Galadriel

Also referred to as The White Lady, Galadriel supports the
members of the Fellowship by sheltering them in her forest
kingdom.

Considered to be the foot soldiers of evil, Orcs are vile creatures that
